DAY 2
: Lima / Cusco / Sacred Valley

Early in the morning transfer to Lima Airport to board your flight to Cusco (1 hour aprox.) Upon arrival to the capital of the Inca’s Empire transfer with assistance to the hotel in Sacred Valley of the Incas. On the route to the valley you will take a chance to stop at Awanacancha to observe traditional Andean weaving and to see the four types of camel-related Andean animals – llamas, guanacos, alpacas and vicunas. Alpacas have thick wool and is the most commonly used while the vicunas are small and delicate with fur considered the finest. Awanacancha is a weaving center with the goal to keep alive the traditional textile arts.  Here you can meet these four types of camelids, learn about the harvesting of the different wools and the natural dying techniques and have a chance to see native weavers from different areas showing their different weaving styles. 
Visit the town of Pisac, where the Incas built an observatory t o study astronomy as well as an impressive network of cultivated terrace. After this, you will have the opportunity to bargain with vendors at the local handicraft market.
Garden Lunch at Belmond Hotel Rio Sagrado. 

Hidden away from the outside world, El Jardin restaurant is the perfect spot to enjoy a delicious lunch surrounded by the great outdoors. Select a table in the warm sunlight or the cool leafy shade. Relax to the sounds of birdsong and gently flowing water. Using the best locally-sourced ingredients, our garden lunches and homemade breads are not to be missed.

Return to the hotel and overnight in the Sacred Valley.
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DAY 3
:
Sacred Valley

Start your day with the Visit of Chinchero Village. An attractive church built during the Colony is the highlight of this village and on the inside hang lovely paintings from the Cusco School. Yet, it is on Sundays that the action really starts to happen when area merchants and farmers assemble at the flea market to buy and sell, using the age old method of bartering for goods. Likewise, you can visit impressive archeological remains in the area.

Continue to Maras and Moray; two still relatively unknown sites for the mainstream traveler, which we definitely recommend visiting during your stay in Cusco. The salt mines of Maras are an arrangement of terraces, where salt is gathered in small pools, which are filled by hot spring waters containing an astonishing percentage of salt. 
These springs have been exploited since Inca times. It proves to be an unforgettable experience when you see the sun reflected on the hundreds of white salt pools. Moray is something very different. Four natural depressions in the landscape were used by the Incas to build terraces that served them as a botanical laboratory to improve their harvest. The circular-shaped terraces still remain intact. After enjoying a delightful lunch at a local restaurant in the Sacred Valley, you will visit the Inca fortress of Ollantaytambo. The site was built just as the Spaniards arrived and evidence of how it was constructed is still visible. After seeing the magnificent past of the spot stroll through the quaint streets of the present town.

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DAY 4
: Sacred Valley / Machu Picchu

Your private guide will meet you at your hotel early this morning. You will be driven to the train station to board the Vistadome train, for a dramatic train ride to Machu Picchu (6180 feet), the great mountain-top city abandoned by the Inca Empire, reclaimed by the jungle and lost to humanity until its rediscovery in 1911. The legendary 'Lost City of Machu Picchu' is without a doubt the one of the world's most impressive archaeological sites. Built by the Incas on the summit of "Machu Picchu" (Old Peak), overlooking the deep canyon of the Urubamba river in a semi-tropical area 120 Km. (75 miles) from the city of Cusco at 7,000 feet above sea level. It sits on a mountain site of extraordinary beauty, in the middle of a tropical mountain forest; Machu Picchu was probably the most amazing urban creation of the Inca Empire at its height, with its giant walls, terraces and ramps, which appear as though they have been cut naturally in the continuous rock escarpments.

Machu Picchu is also one of the Inca's best kept secrets, since they did not left written records and Spanish chronicles make no mention of the citadel, it remains a mystery. Upon arrival to the ruins, a guided tour of the lost citadel.

Lunch included at Machupicchu Sanctuary Lodge´s Tinkuy Restaurant. Dinner included at the hotel.

Walking city tour, including a visit to the district of San Blas, with its winding streets, the whitewashed houses, the blue balconies hung with geranium-filled flowerpots, the uneven line of the tiled rooftops and the endless stairways. In the neighborhood live the folk artists of Cusco, who for centuries have used their hands to tell the tale of their longings and frustrations working in stone and woodcarving, sculpture, doll-making, silverware, weaving and textile arts, gold-leaf, mask-making, and an array of ceramics in utilitarian, architectural, sculptural, monumental, grotesque and many other styles for example Edilberto Merida, renowned sculptor. He looked to religion for his primary inspiration, but he moved away from traditional religious images, by making grotesque images with exaggerated features.  It is a form of sculpture that has come to be known as "mud of protest." His style is one of expressionism and has thus been referred to as Expresionismo Indio. Then visit the Pre-Columbian Art Museum, the only museum in Peru dedicated to rebound the arts of ancient Peruvian cultures. The collection of 450 master pieces date from 1250 B.C to.1532 A.D.

Continue with a visit to the Cathedral, the Main Square, the Korikancha temple.

PM: Transfer to the Cusco airport. Arrival in Lima and transfer to the hotel.

Iquitos is a bustling river city and the largest in the Peruvian Rainforest. The Metropolitan area has 600,000 people living in its four districts.
During the 20th century the city attracted many Europeans immigrants; they contributed to a period of great wealth and social and commercial development. The rubber boom and the associated need for a large workforce had a significant negative effect on the indigenous population. Slavery and gross human rights abuses were widespread, and in some areas 90% of the Indian population was wiped out.
Transfer by coach to Embarkation port at the Itaya River just front of Iquitos City. Embark ship. After a short orientation and Happy Hour, enjoy your first night’s dinner onboard.

Am: Tahuayo River
This morning we will have the chance to search for the most elusive and exotic fresh water pink river dolphin, medium sized, long snout and little or no dorsal fin you will see that they are really pink, This is a favorite feeding spot for these dolphins. Opportunity to jump into the dark waters and enjoy a refreshing swim in this pristine area.
Pm: Yarapa River and creeks.
Another tributary of the Amazon River, along Yarapa River, you will explore its shores and small creeks in search of rare and unusual Amazonian wildlife. Small monkeys, birds, and iguanas are just some of the creatures on our list. Tropical flowers and plants grow wild along the riverbanks, allowing you to witness the marvelous dynamics of the Amazon Rainforest.

Cano Piranha or Marayali/Tamishiyacu Creek/San Francisco Village
Am: Amazon Headwaters, skiff exploration at Cano Piranha or Marayali, San Francisco Village.
This morning you awake in the historic place of the Peruvian Amazon where the Ucayali & Marañon Rivers merge and give birth to the mighty Amazon River. After exploring the area, visit the community named San Francisco where you can stroll around the small village, seeing the local people’s houses and how simple their daily life is. You will be warmly greeted by lots of happy and smiling children and an opportunity to visit the school (pending school in session). The local teacher will also be there to answer any questions you have. Meet the local townspeople in the arts and craft  market, led by the village women and children.
Pm: Tamishiyacu creek
This tributary of the Amazon River has small clusters “ribereños” people (those who live symbiotically with the rivers) who make their living with small scale agricultural and charcoal commerce. Visit a local shamanic healing clinic and meet with a native shaman who will introduce you into the mythical world of hallucinogenic and medicinal plants in this region of the Peruvian Amazon Rainforest.
DAY 10: Another destination or back home

We will have a panoramic city tour, remember that Iquitos is the farthest inland port that serves ocean vessels in the world. We will pass thru the remains of wonderful houses that hosted “Rubber Barons” in the beginning of the 20th century.
After disembarkation, we will visit the Manatee Rescue Center, a fantastic project that is committed to save orphaned manatees and reinsert them in the wild. You´ll learn about them and why they are so endangered in this part of the Amazon.
